➢ I agree to be responsible and pay for any damage to Council property or to surrounding memorials, turf etc. caused by the negligence of myself, my 
workmen and / or any subcontractor employed by me. 

➢ I have Public Liability insurance to the value of £5,000,000. 
➢ I agree to remove all unused materials/rubbish, and leave the area in a neat and tidy state. 
➢ I will not work while a funeral in in progress.

Memorial measurements as referred to in the 

Frodsham Town Council  

Cemetery Regulations: 

 

8.4   Grave Memorials, including all bases, must be: 

 a. Not more than three feet six inches in height above ground level 

 b. Not more than three feet in width, and 

 c. Not more than one foot three inches in depth 

  

8.5 Family Plots Cremated Remains Memorials, including all bases, must be: 

 a. Not more than three feet six inches in height above ground level 

 b. Not more than two feet eight inches in width, and 

 c. Not more than one foot three inches in depth 

  

8.6 Cremated Remains Memorials must be: 

 a. Not more than three inches in height above ground level 

 b. A flat square of twelve by twelve inches
